container)  

• Basic first aid kit, including moleskin  

• 50' Rope  

Rescue  

• Compass  

• Non-breakable signalling mirror  

• Whistle  

• Flashlight with extra bulb & batteries 

• Map of the hike (you’ll get this before you leave Joe’s)

• Insect Repellent  

• Hand Sanitizer
